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(D In Japan, six kinds of coins are used.

@ Among them, the five-yen coin has a hole in the middle.
@ The fifty-yen coin has a hole, too.
@ Then, why do they have holes?

® I think there are some reasons for that.

©® For example, we can easily tell coins with holes from coins without

holes if some coins have holes.

(@ Coins with holes are used in some other countries, too.
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(@D You use many kinds of yakimono in your everyday life.

2 When you eat meals, you use a rice bowl.

@ When you drink tea, you use a tea cup.

@ These things are called yakimono.

(® We make yakimono with clay.

©® Although the first products of yakimono in Japan were weak, people
can produce stronger yakimono now.

@ Yakimono is also called setomono especially in the east area of Japan.
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(D People have loved wearing jeans since they were created as workwear.

@ Do you know there is a small pocket above the larger front pocket?

(@ The small pocket was originally made to hold a pocket watch.

@ In the 1870s, people didn’t use wristwatches, and they usually used
pocket watches.

(® Since wristwatches became popular, many people have not used
pocket watches.

©® However, that small pocket has remained on jeans since then.
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(@O I'm Tomoki.

@ Have you ever been to a hot spring?

@ Nowadays, many Japanese people consider hot spring resorts as
tourist spots.

@ However, in the past, people stayed at hot springs to treat illnesses.

(® They usually stayed there for more than a week!

©® In the 19th century, people started to stay at popular hot springs for a
few days during their trips.

(@ I have been to hot springs many times, but I have never stayed for

more than a week.
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O I'm Emily.

@ I came to Japan half a year ago.

@ I have loved reading comic books since then.

@ This month, I've read fifty comic books!

(® My friend, Yuto, also loves comic books.

©® Yesterday, he lent me a new comic book.

(@ Oh, I have just received a message from him.

He says,

@ “Have you finished reading that comic book yet?
I want to talk about the exciting story with you!”
@ I'll answer,

@ “I haven’t read it yet.

@ I'm just about to start reading it!”
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(D Do you know each typhoon has a name?

@ Typhoons have been affecting Asian countries for many years.

@ People used to use English names for typhoons before, but now, those
names are related to Asia.

@ How long have people been using Asian names?

(® They have been using such names since 2000.

® Japan also suggests names to give to typhoons, such as Koto or Yagi.

(@D These names come from the names of stars.
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D I'm Yuka.

@ My uncle lives in Kagoshima, and he grows bananas.

@ I visited him this summer, and he taught me a lot of things about

bananas.

@ I often buy my family bananas at a supermarket.

® A few days later, we find some brown spots on the banana peel.

©® People call them sugar spots.

(@ The spots show that the bananas are very sweet.

We can say sugar spots teach us the right time to eat them.
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(D Hi, my name is Ayaka and I like reading books.

@ Reading books makes me very happy.

@ I read five books every month.

@ My brother also likes reading books.

(® He reads more than ten books every month.

(® He usually reads books from foreign countries, but I usually read
Japanese books.

(@D My favorite book is Botchan by Natsume Soseki.

My father introduced it to me.

@ The book is a little difficult, but it impresses me very much.
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(D Many people all over the world like to go fishing.

@ However, it is difficult for Germans to enjoy it.

(@ They have to get a national license for it.

@ Also, this license must be renewed every few years.

(® The purpose of this strict system is to protect the environment in
Germany.

® To fish without knowledge can damage the environment.

(@ So, the tests are not only about the knowledge of fish and fishing but
also about environmental laws.
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(D Elephants sometimes move their ears to control their body
temperature.

@ Their ears have a rich network of blood vessels, and it helps to cool the
blood.

(@ When animals release body heat, they usually sweat or breathe a lot.

@ However, elephants’ noses are too long to breathe well.

(® Luckily, their ears are big enough to cool their large bodies.

® You may be surprised to learn there is an important reason for that
action.
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(D When you have nothing to do, it is good to watch movies.

@ If you want to enjoy watching movies with a big picture and good
sound, you should go to a movie theater.

@ It is very exciting.

@ If you don’t want to go to the theater, you should use a video
streaming service.

® You can find movies to watch.

® You can enjoy watching them at home at any time.
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(D Tom is studying Japanese at a college in Japan.

@ When he doesn’t know something, people around him always tell him

what to do.

@ He thinks Japanese people are very kind.

@ Last Sunday, he went to the library next to his town by train alone.

(® On his way home, he got lost.

©® At that time, a Japanese woman talked to him, “What’s wrong with

you?”

(D And she told him how to get to the station.
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(D Last weekend I visited my grandmother because I wanted her to teach
cooking to me.

@ I wanted to make dinner for my mother on her birthday.

(@ My grandmother said, “Kenta, your mother likes beef stew very
much, so you should cook it for her.”

@ I learned how to cook it from my grandmother.

(® On my mother’s birthday I cooked it for her.

(® She was happy to eat it.

(@ Now I know making dishes is a good way to thank someone.
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(D My parents run a bakery.

@ I like their bread and I am good at baking bread, too.
@ One day, they tried to produce a new kind of bread.
@ I helped them think of some good ideas.

® I like mangoes, so I suggested a “mango donut” .
©® At first, they didn’t like the idea, but they tried it.

@ In fact, it was delicious!

I was glad when I saw my parents enjoy eating it.

@ I want to be a baker like my parents in the future.
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(D John is a high school student.

@ One Sunday morning, John went to the park with his father.
@ John’s father found a bird on a tree.

@ He didn’t know what kind of bird it was.
(® John knew a lot about birds.

©® He told its name to his father.

(@ He didn’t know why John knew its name.
So he said, “Why do you know its name?”
© John answered,

“I'm interested in birds.

@ So I often read books about them.”
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(D In Japan, some people ask friends’ blood types to know their
personalities.

@ It is an interesting way to know each other, isn’t it?

@ Of course, you know blood flows through blood vessels.

@ Then, do you know how long the total length of all blood vessels is?

® It is enough to circle the Earth two and a half times.

©® How long it is!

(@ Didn’t you learn one surprising fact of our body?
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(D What do you like to do in your free time?

@ I like reading books very much.

@ I think I can get a lot from books.
@ I read books for more than two hours almost every day.
® I like The Adventures of Tom Sawyer the best.
©® It’s a story about a boy trying to do exciting things with his friends.

(@ I've read this book many times because it really makes me happy.

I want a lot of people to read The Adventures of Tom Sawyer.
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(D I always bring a picture of my dog named Nana with me.

@ She lives with my parents in Hokkaido.

@ Now I am in America to study English, so I miss her so much.

@ Nana is seven years old now.

(® She came to our house six years ago.

® When we had snow, we enjoyed running the road covered with snow.

(D I sometimes find a dog running with his or her owner in America.

I always remember Nana then.
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(D In the early Meiji period, many Western people came to Japan.

@ However, people who entered Japanese houses without taking off their
shoes caused trouble for the Japanese.

@ Tokuno Risaburo was a man who solved this problem then.

@ He invented slippers.

® Slippers are the shoes which are worn indoors.

© At first, people wore them over their shoes.

(@ They spread throughout Japan.

Slippers are one of the greatest inventions that were born in Japan.
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(D Colds are basically caused by viruses.

@ A cold always comes from another person with the virus.

@ If you catch a cold, you should be careful not to spread it.

@ Do not sneeze or cough onto other people, into the air, or into your
hands.

® If your hands have the virus on them, you will leave it on everything
that you touch.

® Try to sneeze or cough into a tissue that you throw away.
